I. Site Type Distribution
· 22 double
· 5 triples

II. Campground Layout

· Eastern Loop Options:  1) all doubles or 2) doubles & triples?
· Western Loop Options:  1) all triples or 2) doubles & triples?
· 25-PAOT Site Grouping Option: cluster an adjoining double & triple site for potential 25-PAOT site?
III. Double Site Layout Options
· Standard double

· Hybrid double - Uses slightly separated parking spurs that can be split into 2 single RV sites.  Has this been done elsewhere? Does it work? Do you need 2 living spaces (fire rings & lockers) or 1 common living space?

IV. Parking Spur Layout

· Discrete Single & RV Spurs

· Double = 4 discrete spurs (2 single @ 16’ wide each / 2 RV @ 20’ wide each)

· Triple = 6 discrete spurs (3 single @ 16’ wide each / 3 RV @ 20’ wide each)

· Traditional layout, but has significant total width to spurs (double=72’ / triple=108’)

· Combined Single & RV Spur

· Extra long spur (80’ long x 20’ wide) for both RV + single vehicle

· Equates to only 2 spurs for doubles & 3 spurs for triples
· Added length, but improved lateral spacing

· Double=40’ wide (saves 32’ in width)

· Triple=60’ wide (saves 48’ in width)

V. RV Hookup & Parking Spur Layout

· How do we locate the RV hookups at double & triple sites?  
· Any examples of double/triple sites with RV hookups?
· If spurs bordering each other, then direct hookup is only possible for 1 RV spur.
· Other configuration options may include: 
· Island in between spurs with a hookup on island
· Locate hookups at the end of the spurs
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
